· If you’re struggling to plan your time and be sure you’re taking everything in that you need to, here’s what I’d suggest: First, view the lecture videos. Next, check out the readings I’ve included. I will try to remember to indicate which ones you can skim, and which ones to spend more time with. Next, do your initial discussion post for the week. Next, take a breather and let things percolate. Come back sometime over the weekend to check out the discussion and respond to peers. 
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
